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Fun to know terms…I mean necessary Vocabulary…

Movement

Tilt: 
tilt front of camera up.

Pan:  move front of camera from side to side.

Truck:  move entire camera left or right.

Dolly:  move entire camera forward or back.

Equipment

Switcher:  device for switching between video sources, or title of person operating               switcher.

RCA: Connecter, on the back of your TV/Stereo.

BNC:  Connect on Coax Cable.

TRIAX:  Big time truck cable, carries signals both ways, intercom, power and auxiliary audio and video.

COAX:  Cable, like the cable in this building.

XLR:  Cable, generally audio using 3 pin connector.

MiniJack:  Look at the end of your headphone on your portable CD.

Phono or ¼ inch:  Big dog, ¼ inch diameter, find these on the front of your Stereo at home.

CG:  Character Generator.

People

Producer:  In charge of all aspects of production.

Director:  In charge of calling the show.  Responsible for visual content and flow.

Technical Director:  Or Switcher, responsible for operation of Switcher, makes sure the picture and effects the director wants are on air when called for.

Tape Op:  Tape Operator, responsible for videotape playback & record.

CG Op:  Character Generator Operator.  Puts words on the screen.  Responsible for SPELLINGTHINGS WRIGHT.

Audio:  Responsible to operate audio mixer (switcher).  If we don’t hear the right thing at the right time it’s his fault.

A1:  Audio helper #1

A2:  Audio helper #2

Camera Op:  Cameraman.

“Cable up”:  connect camera to cable leading to switcher

“Level”:  Just that.  Level with the world, doesn’t lean left or right.

“Wrap”:  Finished.  That’s a wrap means “we’re done”.  Can also mean to clean something up, like “wrap that camera” means to put it away.
