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Key Framing Assignment

Yup, Key Frames are vital to video editing.  Key Frames are the means we use to manipulate images.  A key frame refers to a specific point on the timeline and the specific image attributes at that point in time.  For example if you have a key frame at 01:00 (I second 0 frames) that says the image size is 50%--then at that frame the image size will be 50%.  If you have another key frame at 2:00 that says the image size is 100%, then the program will interpolate all the frames in between so that you have an image that zooms from 50% scale to 100% in a duration of 1 second.  
In groups of 2 you will create a folder named “B1 (your section number) Key Framing.”  You will create a Premiere Pro project named “Key Framing (and your names)”.  As always create your 3 bins, black video and bars & tone.
You will create several color mattes (use the “New Item” function)--one Red, one Green, one Blue, one Yellow, one Pink and one White. Each clip is on its own line of video.  Here are the times and values you’ll use for each color clip.  On the timeline I expect to see:

Bars & tone, followed by 5 seconds of black and then:

This should be wonderfully cluttered by the time you’re done.  REMEMBER:
1.  Turn on the Stopwatch to activate key Frames.

2.  Turn off the Stopwatch to clear all your key frames if things go wrong.

3.  Page UP/Page Down will jump 1 edit up or down the timeline.

4.  The Diamonds on the Effects Controls Timeline show where you have set a key frame.  

5.  You can delete individual key frames by selecting them and hitting the Delete key.

OH, ONE LAST THING:  Put some tunes (music) under it. 
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
